A fter a user has successfully installed Vista Service 
Pack 1, the update process leaves about 800 MB of 

backup files on the hard drive which are needed if the 
user should later decide to remove SP1 and restore their 
Vista OS to its earlier version.

For those who have successfully installed Vista SP1 
and have no intention of removing SP1 (Everything 
is working the way I like, why remove it?),  Microsoft 
has included an executable file in the install that will 
remove the backup files that are stored on the hard 
drive.

To remove the files, use RUN vsp1cln.exe.  This will 
clean off the backup files, releasing the disk space for 
other purposes.  Be aware that once the backup files are 
deleted, the SP1 update cannot be removed.  For further 
information open Internet Explorer and go to http://
technet.microsoft.com/en-us/library/cc709655.aspx.

 If you get the message that will not allow you to go 
online unless you purchase it, call me and I’ll walk you 
through how to get rid of it without purchasing it!
